AfTeRAN initial scare in one
oftheseats, theCongressparty
onMondaywon both the Kar-
nataka Assembly seats which
went toabypollonApril9.

The Congress candidate
fromtheBagalkotconstituency,
UmeshMeti,wonbyamarginof
22,332votesagainstBJP’sVeer-
annaCharantimath. in theda-
vanagere south constituency,
after an initial scare, Congress
party’s samarthMallikarjuna
defeatedBJP’sshrinivasadasa-
kariyappawithaclosemarginof
5,708votes.

in davanagere south, the
BJPhad secured a lead of over
5,000 votes in the first seven
roundsof counting, but the re-
sultsultimatelyswunginfavour
oftheCongressintherestofthe
rounds.Thatsocialdemocratic
Party of india candidateAfsar
Kodlipetepolledcloseto19,000
votes here reflected the anger
Congress facedamongMuslim
voters.inthe2023KarnatakaAs-
sembly elections, sdPi had
polledover1,100voteshere.

Thedisgruntlementamong
a section ofMuslim leaders of
the Congress over the party
picking27-year-oldsamarth, a
third-generation politician of
the shamanur shivashankar-
appa family, appears to have a
bearingontheresults.

The leaders had sought a
ticket for aMuslim candidate,
sinceovera thirdof theelector-

ateindavanageresouthbelong
tothecommunity.Thedisagree-
ment resulted in allegations of
‘anti-party activity’ and action
against CongressMlCsAbdul
JabbarandNaseerAhmed.

Thevotecountingatdavan-
agere south also faced two is-
sues.first,authoritiesmisplaced
thekeysofastrongroomwhere
theeVMswere stored, and the
lockshadtobebrokentoaccess
theballots hereinthemorning.

second, three eVMs here
alsofacedtechnicalissuesatthe
endofthecounting,afterwhich
officials decided to count the
VVPAT slips. since the votes
thesethreemachinesrecorded
were less than samarth’s lead,
theCongresspartyhadalready
startedthecelebrationshere.

Karnatakadeputy CMdK
shivakumar said thepartyhad
expectedabettermargin inda-
vanagere south. “in Bagalkot,
ourmarginwaslessin2023,and
we have won there by a huge
marginthistime,”headded.
