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Noida: The Noida Authority
is trying to restart work on
the 5.3km Chilla Elevated Ro-
ad, construction for which
was suspended last year, by
injecting funds from the PM
GatiShakti Scheme.

The project, launched in
2019, is already delayed by
three years due to a shortage
of funds. As a repercussion,
the bypass — proposed to ea-
se traffic between east Delhi
and the NCR city through an
alternativeroadthatorigina-
tesatthe Chillaborder in Ma-
yur Vihar — will now cost Rs
1,076 crore.

The initial estimate of Rs
605 crore was supposed to be
borne 50:50 by the Noida Aut-
hority and the state govern-
ment’s public works depart-
ment. But so far, only Rs 73
crore has been spent on the
project, officials said, adding
the Noida Authority could

the revised project cost —
from the central government
schemeasa“loan”.

“We held a meeting on
this recently. In this scheme,
the Centre will release funds,
but we need to return them
after some time. This islikea
loan,” a senior Noida Autho-
rity official told TOI.

Introduced last year, the
Gati Shakti Master Plan
aimstofacilitate infrastructu-
re for seamless connectivity.
The proposal for the revised
cost will be made and sent, the
official quoted above said, ad-
ding: “They will discuss and
then decide how much loan
canbesanctioned.”

But it will still take a few
months for the formalities, so
the best hope is that the pro-
jectwillrevive late this year.

The six-lane road was
conceived as a direct link
from Mayur Vihar in Delhito
the Noida Expressway near
Mahamaya flyover. By cros-

and 18, it will help decongest
Dadriroad. The route will be
accented with five loops that
will allow commuters to exit
atdifferent sectors.

Work on the route began
in January 2019, with an ori-
ginal deadline of 2021, but
construction was halted in
March 2020 as the pandemic
hit. It restarted a year and a
half later, in October 2021,
but was discontinued again
over the funds.

Noida Authority officials
had earlier said they had bro-
ughtupthetopic with the sta-
te government.

The Uttar Pradesh State
Bridge Corporation Ltd, re-
sponsible for the construc-
tion, hasrevised the estimated
cost of the project to Rs 1,076
crore. Authority officials said
this was because of the delay
and also a change in the const-
ruction design toaccommoda-
te a CNG pipeline that falls on
theroad alignment.

3 former chief
fire officers
booked for
twin tower nod

Noida: Police this week filed an
FIR against three former chief
fire officers of Noida for giving
no-objection certificates (NOCs)
tothetwin towers at Supertech’s
Emerald Court complex in Sec-
tor 93A between 2005 and 2012.

Though all three officers
arenow retired, the case was fi-
led at the Phase 2 police station
on Augustl4afterareportbyan
inquiry committee under DIG
Fire Servicesheld the threefor-
mer officials guilty. UP additio-
nal chief secretary Awanish
Awasthihad instructed the fire
department to investigate the
matter in Septemberlast year.

The towers, which the
Supreme Court ruled were
built illegally, are less than two
weeks from being razed. While
ordering the demolition in
August 2021, the court had di-
rected the state government to
take action against officials
who facilitated construction of
the two buildings.

UP Fire Services director-
general Avinash Chandra
told TOI on Wednesday that six
former CFOs were under inqui-
ry but three of them — Rajpal
Tyagi, IS Soni and Mahavir
Singh - were found guilty
of issuing clearances that
enabled the developer to build
the twin towers.

“All three are retired offici-
als. Theirregularitiesingiving
the NOCs occurred between
2005and 2012,” Chandra said.

Why no advance
intimation, ask
CUET aspirants

New Delhi: For many of the
students, Wednesday was the
second time they were facing
this insensitive handling of
the CUET exams by NTA. On-
ly at a few centres were noti-
cespasted informingthe can-
didates of the cancellation of
tests due to technical faults.
Anil Maurya went from
Chhatarpurtoaschool 31.6km
away in Nangloi in northwest
Delhi to sit for his papers. On
reaching, he found a notice
stating that the exams had be-
enrescheduled to August 30-31
due to technical reasons. An
earlier notice from NTA had
said the last phase of CUET
would be over on August 30.
“It is very frustrating,”
grumbled Maurya. “In the first
week of August, I travelled a
long distance to the exam cent-
re to learn that the exam was
postponed. It was a total waste
of money, timeandenergy. And
it happened again today. Why
can’t NTA inform usabout can-
cellations inadvance?”
Another aspirant travelled
from northwest Delhi to Asia
PacificInstitutein Jasolainso-
utheast Delhi to find he wasn’t
required to sit for the exam.
Garv Chughsaid, “Iamtired of
CUET. I was supposed to have
my firstexam on August 10, but
that was postponed to August
23. Today’s exam too was post-
poned. I wish they would in-

form us in advance about such
things.” Chugh had tests in
English, business studies, mat-
hematics and general aptitude
scheduled on Wednesday.

Many exam centres such
as at Gallatin Assessment
Centre in Mundka, Hargo-
bind Nagar on Mangalam
Marg in east Delhi and some
centres in Pitampura and
Rohini, students waited for
hours before being told the-
re would be no exams.

Archisman Basu had go-
ne to Mundka from Greater
Kailash I in south Delhi. “In
the afternoon, there were ex-
ams taking place on three flo-
ors at the centre. I was on the
second floor. Right from the
beginning, there were pro-
blems, and after a point, all
the computers stopped wor-
king,” said Basu. “The stu-
dents weren’t having pro-
blems on the first and third
floors, so we requested to be
allowed to use those compu-
ters, but the officials declined
our plea and we had toreturn
without writing our papers.”

Atthecentreat RSP Onli-
ne Processing and Infosys-
tems Pvt Ltd on GT Karnal
Road, parents had to call po-
lice after their wards comp-
lained of mismanagement
and not being given extra ti-
metofinish the exam.

The fourth phase of the
exams are scheduled on Au-
gust 17, 18 and 20, with 3.7
lakh students.
