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At UER-Il opening, Gadkari
shares decongestion plan

NEW DELHI: Union road trans-
port and highways minister
Nitin Gadkari, at the inaugura-
tion of the Delhi sections of the
Urban Extension Road-II
(UER-II) and Dwarka Express-
way on Sunday, said that open-
ing of the two links is likely to
halve traffic jams in Delhi. He
also outlined the Union govern-
ment’s upcoming infrastructure
plans to improve connectivity
between high-speed corridors in
Delhi-NCR, which will improve
logistics and reduce costs.

“The people of Delhi-NCR will
get a lot of relief from these two
projects. If I say that 50% of traf-
fic jams in Delhi will reduce due
to the UER-II and Dwarka
Express highway, [ don’t think it
will be surprising,” he said.

Crediting Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi for directing his
ministry to develop world-class
infrastructure, he said, “At that
time, the situation in Delhi was
not good...we decided to make
Delhi a world-class city and
made a plan to make it conges-
tion free.”

Gadkari said plans are under-
way to link UER-II with the Del-
hi-Katra Expressway, link
Jammu and Kashmir and Pun-
jab with the Delhi airport, and
the Delhi-Mumbai Expressway
with UER-IL

“The upcoming Delhi-Deh-
radun Expressway is also con-
nected from UER-IL Travel time
from vehicles coming from the
Dehradun side to the Delhi air-
port will come down from 2-2.5
hours to just 45 minutes. A road
link will also connect Noida, Far-
idabad with the Delhi-Dehradun
Expressway, which will also
work as a bypass for east Delhi,”
the minister said.

He said that a direct link from
southwest Delhi to the Noida-
Faridabad road will be built, and
a tunnel road connecting Shiv
Murti-Mahipalpur (Dwarka
Expressway) with Nelson Man-
dela Road (Vasant Kunj) will be
built. Elevated corridors on the
AIIMS-Mahipalpur-Gurugram
routes will reduce snarls on the
inner and outer ring roads.

Gadkari said all these road
projects will also reduce the cost
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of logistics to make Indian goods
competitive in the global market.
Citing studies by multiple IITs,
Gadkari said the logistics cost
has reduced by 6% due to the
improvement of roads and by
2026, the logistics cost will be in
single digits.

The union minister said of the
65,000 crore worth of projects
envisioned to ease congestion in
Delhi, projects worth 348,000
crore have been completed in
the past decade. He said three
out of the six greenfield express-
ways connecting Delhi are ready,
and the remaining three, includ-

ing the Delhi-Mumbai Express-
way, will be completed by
December 2026. The other two
are the Delhi-Katra Expressway
and the Delhi-Dehradun
Expressway. The Dwarka
Expressway, Delhi-Meerut and
Delhi Peripheral Ring Road have
already been completed.

Recalling litigation that held
up the peripheral ring road, he
said: “Even after many problems,
we completed the project, and
heavy incoming traffic to Delhi
was diverted.”

He said the Delhi Meerut
Expressway, signal-free corri-

dors between Mukarba Chowk
and Sonepat, and Dhaula Kuan
and Gurugram, eased the twin
problems of pollution and con-
gestion.

Gadkari said the two projects
inaugurated on Sunday were
envisioned in the Delhi Master
Plan of 2001, but previous gov-
ernments did not act on it.

According to details shared,
the upcoming tunnel project
between Shiv Murti and Nelson
Mandela Marg will be 5km long,
and consist of two ducts with
three lanes each. It will pass
under Delhi’s southern ridge ata

depth of 20-40 metres. The
National Highways Authority of
India (NHAI) will provide cross-
passage and lay-by zones at
every 500-metre interval,
according to an NHAI report.
The project is likely to cost
33,500 crore.

According to an NHAI decon-
gestion report shared with the
Delhi government, the highway
connecting UER-II with Delhi-
Katra Expressway will be
around 20-km-long and is likely
to cost around 34,000 crore.
Once complete, it will serve as an
alternative to the NH-44.

Past govts treated
sanitation statfers
like slaves: Modi

NEW DELHI: Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi, speaking at the
inauguration of key roadworks
on Sunday, took aim at the oppo-
sition parties’ claims of working
for social justice by citing a pro-
vision in the Delhi Municipal
Corporation Act, 1957, which
allowed jailing sanitation work-
ers for a month if they failed to
report to work without prior
intimation.

“In Delhi, there was a danger-
ous law in the Delhi Municipal
Corporation Act. There was a
clause that if a safai mitra (sani-
tation worker) skipped work
without informing beforehand,
he or she could be jailed for a
month. Think about it, what did
they think of safai karmacharis?
They now talk big about social
justice. It is Modi who is remov-
ing these laws and repealing
them,” he said.

PM Modi alleged that “those
who dance with the Constitution
on their heads” had “trampled”
the Constitution and “betrayed”
the sentiments of BR Ambedkar,
by retaining oppressive laws for
decades until he repealed them.

An MCD official, on condition
of anonymity, said the DMC Act
was passed in 1957 and many of

its provisions have become
archaic and outdated. “A process
of decriminalising various provi-
sions of the Act is being under-
taken. Many old and archaic pro-
visions are being removed.”
Last year, the MCD had asked
all its departments to give sug-
gestions on decriminalising the
Act. The decision is being imple-
mented in the direction of the
Centre, aiming to reduce the sen-
tence or imprisonment period
for various violations.
According to DMC Act,
defaulters are expected to face
imprisonment for violations in
many cases, such as tax pay-
ment, obtaining licences from
the public health department,
illegal construction or encroach-
ments, and violation of adver-
tisement norms (including plac-
ing illegal advertisements).
Reacting to the event, Delhi
Congress chief Devender Yadav
said, “BJP issued an order to fill
the empty seats in the PM’s rally.
The level of BJP has dropped so
much that now they are taking
advantage of the government
employees to hide its failure.”
Even as the AAP and Congress
alleged that sanitation workers
were ordered to attend the rally,
MCD officially maintained that
no official order was issued to
workers in this regard.

NEW DELHI: Chief minister
Rekha Gupta on Sunday
slammed the “previous” Delhi
governments for obstructing the
city’s development by preventing
central government benefits
from reaching people. Gupta
was speaking at a public gather-
ing after Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi inaugurated the Delhi
sections of Dwarka Expressway
and Urban Extension Road-II on
Sunday.

“The previous governments
repeatedly deceived Delhi, and
due to petty politics, prevented
the benefits of central govern-
ment schemes and support from
reaching people. Schemes such
as Ayushman Bharat, Pradhan
Mantri Awas Yojana and Swachh
Bharat Mission never reached
the citizens of Delhi. Previous
governments, driven by narrow
self-interest, turned their back
on the people and deliberately
stalled development. However,
PM Shri Modi Ji never turned his
back on Delhi, never discrimi-
nated, nor bowed to pressure,”

CM Gupta said.

In response, the AAP leaders
have accused the Bharatiya Jan-
ata Party (BJP) of misusing gov-
ernment machinery by forcing
sanitation workers and teachers
to attend PM Modi’s rally under
the pretext of official duty. “On
Sunday morning, our poor Dalit
sanitation workers in Delhi were
called in the name of duty. Now
they are being packed into buses
and taken to PM Modi’s rally.
This is the real face of the BJP,”
former Delhi chief minister and
AAP leader Atishi said in a post
onX.

The CM said that under the

BJP, AAP tussle over
development in city

leadership of PM Modi, Delhi
has received support in the form
of various schemes over the last
decade. “These schemes and this
assistance were never fully
implemented by the previous
government, but even so, the
Centre’s contribution continues
to play a historic role in
strengthening Delhi’s infrastruc-
ture,” she said.

“The inauguration of the
Dwarka Expressway and UER-II
will give new wings to Delhi’s
speed. Who would have thought
that the journey from Singhu
Border to the airport could be
completed in just 40 minutes?
Who would have imagined that
the dreaded traffic jams of
Mukarba Chowk, Dhaula Kuan
and NH-8 could be overcome so
smoothly?,” she added.

Slamming the BJP for “cheap
politics”, Atishi said, “BJP is
openly insulting Dalit sanitation
workers. Forcing them under the
guise of work and sending them
torallies is illegal and inhuman.
MCD commissioner Ashwini
Kumar should also face action.
BJP has deceived the people of
Delhi as well.”
